Babylon 5 is the fifth in a series of space stations dedicated to the
dream of a galaxy without war, in which species from different
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worlds might live side-by-side in mutual respect. Peace between the
five federations is constantly in danger; the first three Babylon
stations were sabotaged and destroyed, while the 4th disappeared
24 hours after it became operational. Significant tensions still exist
between the major species, especially between Earth Alliance and
Minbari Federation (they fought a brutal war), and between Narn
and Centauri (Narn were slaves of the Centauri for 100 years and are
now free). Babylon 5 is the universe's last, best hope for peace. It
will be the base of operations for an Advisory Council, with
representatives from the five major federations. Commander
Sinclair represents Earth Alliance, while ambassadors from the four
major alien governments will comprise the other members of the
Advisory Council. When the final ambassador is mortally wounded
on arrival, the entire project hangs in the balance. 89 minutes

2 In Beginning
Two children, Luc & Lyssa, are playing and come into the Emperor's
chamber, which has the only non-barred window in the palace.
Senna Refa finds them and tries to hurry them out of where they
are not allowed. Mollari is pleased to see the children. He gives Luc
his Seal and lets him give one order as Emperor. He asks for a grand
story, and Lyssa timidly adds that it has to be true. Mollari grants
both wishes and starts with the Humans, who occupied an
uninteresting part of the galaxy, but the Centauri, being decadent,
were intrigued by their art and eccentricity.

The movie deals with an enormous artifact that is discovered
in Hyperspace and towed to the Babylon 5 station for investigation,
at which point the xenoarchaeological organization Interplanetary
Expeditions sends a rep, Dr. Elizabeth Trent to take charge.
Captain John Sheridan, in exchange for allowing her team access to
the artifact, requests a large shipment of food and supplies to defy
President Morgan Clark's quarantine of the station. After being
placed near the station, the artifact begins to influence the dreams
of inhabitants of Babylon 5, and eventually controls many of them
during their waking hours as well. These thralls first demand the
excavation be accelerated and then become increasingly violent
towards the rest of the Babylon 5 population. It is revealed by Lyta
Alexander that the artifact is a Jumpgate built by the Vorlons a
million years ago with a purpose that cannot be expressed in human
language except as an attempt to make contact with the gods. In
reality, Thirdspace is inhabited by a violent race that posed a threat
even to the Vorlons, and the ensuing battle ended with a group of
Vorlons controlled by the Thirdspace entities capturing the artifact
and jettisoning it into hyperspace. When the device is finally
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activated, the Thirdspace aliens stream out and begin an assault on
Babylon 5; the violent behavior of the individuals under the artifact's
control is intended to disrupt the station's attempt to defend itself.
94 minutes

4 River of Souls
An archaeologist brings a stolen relic to Babylon 5, unleashing the
fury of the Soul Hunters, who seek its return. He attempts to contact
the souls or beings held in suspension in the globe and unwittingly
lets them act in real time, giving a glimpse of their intentions in acts
of fury and vengeance threatening Babylon 5. 94 minutes

5 Call to Arms
A Call to Arms is the fifth of six Babylon 5 TV movies. It is set in the
year 2266, five years after the founding of the Interstellar Alliance.
The TV movie serves as a pilot to the short lived spin-off
series Crusade. The Techno-mage Galen gives ISA President John
Sheridan a glimpse of this threat to Earth and sets him on a course
to find 3 collaborators with whom he may be able to stop the
destruction of Earth. 94 minutes

11. B5Legend Rangers $38

The Legend of the Rangers is the sixth of six Babylon 5 TV Movies. It
is set in 2265 before the events of A Call to Arms and Crusade.
Titled "To Live and Die in Starlight" it was intended as a feature
length pilot for a new spin-off series, but it did not fare well in the
ratings and further episodes were not ordered. The Rangers, an
order of warrior-priests, wandered the darkness between stars for
over 1,000 years, protecting a hundred worlds from invasion and
destruction. Now a new alien threat appears on the horizon of
Interstellar Alliance, a force more ancient and powerful than
anything previously encountered. The only obstacle in the way of
this new race is a single, broken-down Ranger ship, commanded

by David Martel, whose orders were to escort Ambassador G'Kar to
an Interstellar conference. Alone, barely armed, they face an enemy
unlike anything they have ever seen before. 90 minutes

Having reclaimed Erebor and vast treasure from the dragon Smaug,
Thorin Oakenshield (Richard Armitage) sacrifices friendship and
honor in seeking the Arkenstone, despite Smaug's fiery wrath and
desperate attempts by the Hobbit Bilbo (Martin Freeman) to make
him see reason. Sauron sends legions of Orcs in a sneak attack upon
the Lonely Mountain. As the fate of Middle Earth hangs in the
balance, the races of Men, Elves and Dwarves must decide whether
to unite and prevail -- or all die. 164 minutes

49, Human Planet  $25

Humans are the most resourceful members of the animal kingdom,

When we
first see him, he is somewhere in the Peruvian jungle in 1936,
running a booby-trapped gauntlet (complete with an over-sized
rolling boulder) to fetch a solid-gold idol. He loses this artifact to his
chief rival, a French archeologist named Bellog (Paul Freeman), who
then prepares to kill our hero. In the first of many serial-like escapes,
Indy eludes Bellog by hopping into a convenient plane. So, then: is
Indiana Jones afraid of anything? Yes, snakes. The next time we see
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Jones, he's a soft-spoken, bespectacled professor. He is then
summoned from his ivy-covered environs by Marcus Brody
(Denholm Elliott) to find the long-lost Ark of the Covenant. The
Nazis, it seems, are already searching for the Ark, which the
mystical-minded Hitler hopes to use to make his stormtroopers
invincible. But to find the Ark, Indy must first secure a medallion
kept under the protection of Indy's old friend Abner Ravenwood,
whose daughter, Marion (Karen Allen), evidently has a "history" with
Jones. Whatever their personal differences, Indy and Marion
become partners in one action-packed adventure after another,
ranging from wandering the snake pits of the Well of Souls to
surviving the pyrotechnic unearthing of the sacred Ark. A joint
project of Hollywood prodigies George Lucas and Steven Spielberg,
with a script co-written by Lawrence Kasdan and Philip Kaufman,
among others, Raiders of the Lost Ark is not so much a movie as a
115-minute thrill ride. Costing 22 million dollars (nearly three times
the original estimate), Raiders of the Lost Ark reaped 200 million
dollars during its first run. It was followed by Indiana Jones and the
Temple of Doom (1985) and Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade
(1989), as well as a short-lived TV-series "prequel."

Temple of Doom

The second of the George Lucas/Steven Spielberg Indiana

Jones epics is set a year or so before the events in Raiders of the
Lost Ark (1984). After a brief brouhaha involving a precious vial and
a wild ride down a raging Himalyan river, Indy (Harrison Ford) gets
down to the problem at hand: retrieving a precious gem and several
kidnapped young boys on behalf of a remote East Indian village. His
companions this time around include a dimbulbed, easily frightened
nightclub chanteuse (Kate Capshaw), and a feisty 12-year-old kid
named Short Round (Quan Ke Huy). Throughout, the plot takes
second place to the thrills, which include a harrowing rollercoaster
ride in an abandoned mineshaft and Indy's rescue of the heroine
from a ritual sacrifice. There are also a couple of cute references

to Raiders of the Lost Ark, notably a funny variation of Indy's
shooting of the Sherpa warrior.

Last Crusade

The third installment in the widely beloved Spielberg/Lucas Indiana
Jones saga begins with an introduction to a younger Indy (played by
the late River Phoenix), who, through a fast-paced prologue, gives
the audience insight into the roots of his taste for adventure, fear of
snakes, and dogged determination to take historical artifacts out of
the hands of bad guys and into the museums in which they belong. A
grown-up Indy (Harrison Ford) reveals himself shortly afterward in a
familiar classroom scene, teaching archeology to a disproportionate
number of starry-eyed female college students in 1938. Once again,
however, Mr. Jones is drawn away from his day job after an art
collector (Julian Glover) approaches him with a proposition to find
the much sought after Holy Grail. Circumstances reveal that there
was another avid archeologist in search of the famed cup — Indiana
Jones' father, Dr. Henry Jones (Sean Connery) — who had recently
disappeared during his efforts. The junior and senior members of
the Jones family find themselves in a series of tough situations in
locales ranging from Venice to the most treacherous spots in the
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Middle East. Complicating the situation further is the presence of
Elsa (Alison Doody), a beautiful and intelligent woman with one fatal
flaw: she's an undercover Nazi agent. The search for the grail is a
dangerous quest, and its discovery may prove fatal to those who
seek it for personal gain. Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade earned
a then record-breaking $50 million in its first week of release.
Kingdom of the Crystal Skull

56. Islam West Needs to Know  $15

This documentary sets out to investigate the notion that Islam is a

Maddox confides to
Ryan that Bannock's judicial system is weak and corrupt, and while
he's doubtful that anyone he brings back will suffer more than the
price of a bribe, he will not be deterred from the unrelenting pursuit
of his duty. Initially Bronson appears willing to make concessions,
but when his oldest friend Harvey Stenbaugh is killed after
deliberately picking a fight with Maddox, Bronson digs in his heels
with the rest of the town to resist the relentless lawman.

66. League of Extraordinary Gentlemen $12
Renowned adventurer Allan Quatermain leads a team of

Each of the original 26 episodes received two broadcasts per week - standard practice for many BBC radio serials even today. The first broadcast of
Episode 2 was blacked out across a large part of south east England because of a transmitter failure (a very rare occurrence even then). The 26-part
series was subsequently edited into 13 hour-long episodes, restoring some dialogue originally cut for timing (since each hour-long episode is
actually around 57 minutes, as opposed to 54 minutes for two half-hour episodes), rearranging some scenes for dramatic impact and adding linking
narration and music cues. It was broadcast in 13 episodes in 1982. The re-edited version was released on both cassette tape and CD sets which also
included the soundtrack aloum (noticeably taken from a vinyl copy). A soundtrack album featuring a completely re-recorded and in some cases
expanded, suite of Stephen Oliver's music was released in 1981. 737 minutes
